The Florida Department of Environmental Protection (Department) has done a file review
of the Suncoast Dome (Old Gas Plant) site located in Pinellas County, Florida. On July 5,
1988, the Department and the City of St. Petersburg entered into a Consent Order to
assess and remediate the soil, surface and ground water at the above referenced property
(OGC Case No. 87-1671). On December 28, 2000, the Department approved a
monitoring plan for ground and surface water in areas determined as “Area 1” and “Area
2,” which was implemented by the City of St. Petersburg in September of 2001. In
January of 2003, the frequency of monitoring was approved to decrease from quarterly to
semi-annually. The last report the Department received was Groundwater Monitoring
Report, Year 4, Second Semi-Annual Sampling Event dated May 25, 2005, submitted by
Environmental Consulting & Technology, Inc. The report indicated exceedances of the
State’s Groundwater Cleanup Target Levels listed in Chapter 62-777, Table 1 of the
Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) for Polynuclear Aromatic Hydrocarbons. In
